Making Project Citizen Bloom
What is Bloom’s Taxonomy?

· Bloom’s Taxonomy is a way of looking a personal development.

· It was developed by educational psychologist Benjamin Bloom in the 1950’s.

· The “Cognitive Domain” deals with the development of thought processes and mental skills.

· Project Citizen is able to serve as an enrichment model for students by following Bloom’s Taxonomy.  The thought processes used while constructing a Project Citizen Portfolio will guide students through a thinking process while simultaneously applying the skills.

How is Bloom’s Taxonomy structured?

The model used is a triangle. The idea is that the skills build from the base of knowledge to the final stage, evaluation.


How does Bloom’s Taxonomy Apply to Project Citizen?
1. Knowledge

a. Definition: the recall of data, facts or information

b. Key Words: defines,, describes, identifies, knows, labels, lists, matches, names, outlines, recalls, recognizes, reproduces, selects, states
c. Questions to ask:

i. What is the problem?

d. Project Citizen Application:

i. This will establish the knowledge to base the portfolio upon.
2. Comprehension
a. Definition: the ability to understand the meaning and translation of instructions and problems.

b. Key Words: comprehends, converts, defends, distinguishes, explains, extends, interprets, predicts, summarizes
c. Questions to ask:

i. Why is it a problem?

ii. What are some examples of this problem?

d. Project Citizen Application:

i. Students will explain the problem.

ii. Students predict the influence of the problem.

iii. Students should be able to summarize the problem in their own words

iv. This is accomplished by having students write out the summary of the problem.

3. Application

a. Definition: the ability to use a concept in a new situation

b. Key Words: applies, changes, constructs, demonstrates, discovers, predicts, solves.
c. Questions to ask:

i. What needs to change?

ii. How can this problem be solved?

iii. Who can help solve this problem?

d. Project Citizen Application:

i. Students determine what research applies specifically to their problem.

ii. Students demonstrate orally and through written assignments their understanding for the problem.

iii. Students are applying their knowledge and understanding of the problem to work towards solving problem.

4. Analysis
a. Definition: The examining of pieces of information in order to organize the information.
b. Key Words: analyzes, compares, contrasts, differentiates, distinguishes, identifies, infers, relates.

c. Questions to ask:

i. What are the advantages and disadvantages of these proposed solutions?

ii. What is the best solution to out problem?

d. Project Citizen Application:

i. Students will have to examine the pieces of their solutions in order to organize information.

ii. Students compare, analysis and identify the best solution.
iii. Systematic deconstruction of the solutions will lead to organization (example: advantages and disadvantages)

iv. Ask students to distinguish information: What is an advantage? What is a disadvantage? What is the best solution?

5. Synthesis

a. Defintion: bringing all of the pieces together to create a whole

b. Key Words: combines, complies, devises, explains, plans, categorizes, revises, tells
c. Questions to ask:

i. What action will need to be taken to solve the problem?

d. Project Citizen Application

i. Synthesis leads to students to develop a course of action, summarize information, and retelling facts in their own words.

ii. Students will compile previous stages to create a plan.

6. Evaluation

a. Definition: the process of making judgments about ideas and/or materials.
b. Key Words: compare, concluded, criticize, critique, evaluate, explain, justify, support, summarize

c. Questions to ask:

i. Why is this problem valid?

ii. Why is this project important?

iii. What was the most interesting part of this project?

iv. What was the most challenging aspect of Project Citizen?

d. Project Citizen Application

i. Students will have to compare topics.
ii. Students will have to defend their project using facts and information.

iii. Explaining information will be essential: in writing summaries and oral hearings.
